of the horse's heel when a perpendicular line is dr awn from the bulb of the horse's
heel to the ground.The shoe must not extend more th an 1/4” beyond the hoof at
the toe. Turn Back will be measured from fronttor  ear of caulk.

Country Pleasure:
Maximum 3/8” X 3/4” Stamped steel or aluminum keg s hoe. Borium allowed on toe,
maximum 1 1/2” in length, and small spots on heels. Poured Heels allowed

Trail Pleasure:
